To consider, and if thought fit resolve “that the Trustees of the Permanent Invested Fund are hereby authorised to distribute £15,000 of capital from the Fund to the English Chess Federation”.
Note: The investments in the Permanent Invested Fund are held by trustees under a deed dated 1929 which is perpetuated by supplementary deeds every 21 years (next renewal 2013) whereby the income is paid to the Federation and the trustees may make distributions of capital in exceptional circumstances of urgent need provided the money is for the benefit of “the objects” of the Federation, but only on the authority of a resolution of Council.  The background to this resolution is set out in the Finance Director’s paper on the 2010/11 outturn and 2011/12 budget for the ECF Council Meeting.
