2. Voting Register 

Attention was drawn to the Voting Register, including amendments made prior to the meeting.
3. To consider and if thought fit resolve “that the Trustees of the Permanent Invested Fund are hereby authorised to distribute £15,000 of capital from the Fund to the English Chess Federation”.
Taking account of the discussion and amended proposal passed by the English Chess Federation Finance Council, MJG stated that the proposal as originally tabled should be amended from “£15,000” to “up to £10,000”.
RJR commented that the funds were in the control of the Trustees and that the proposal could only be a request for funds.  APF referred to the Trust Deed and responded that it stipulated that a proposal passed by Council, provided that the funds were required for a purpose in line with the objects of the Federation, was in effect an instruction.  However, it was accepted that in this instance it was not expected that the Trustees would have any objection, given the circumstances.

RBE echoed this sentiment and suggested that it would be best to submit the request before 23rd May if possible.

The proposal, as amended in the first paragraph above, was approved on a hand vote, nem con.
