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CHANGES TO ECF REGULATION NO. 2 – THE DIRECTORS AND OFFICERS RESPONSIBILITIES REGULATIONS
In the architecture of the ECF rules, “Regulations” (unlike “Bye Laws” which it is the prerogative of Council to amend) can be made and amended by the Board, with amendments being reported to Council.  It is, of course, open to Council as the governing body of the Federation to require Regulations to be amended in a particular way.
The Directors and Officers Responsibilities Regulations have been amended on a number of previous occasions.  The latest changes were approved by the Board on 8 August 2011, and are reflected in the text published on the ECF website at:

The most significant changes to the text from the Regulation as it stood at the time of the last AGM that should be noted by Council are as follows.

(1) The age limit for the players for whom the Director of Junior Chess and Education has responsibility has been amended from under 21 to under 18.  This is consistent with current practice.

(2) All references to the Department for Culture, Media and Sport have been removed following the withdrawal of the grant.
(3) All references to the Manager of Chess For Schools have been removed following the withdrawal of the ECF from the Chess For Schools collaboration with Holloid Plastics.
(4) The Non-Executive Chairman has been made responsible for the work of the Voting Register Officer: the reporting line for this Officer was previously undefined.
An anomaly in the revised text has been identified in that despite (1) this continues to allocate to the Director of Junior Chess and Education responsibility for liaising with the British Universities Chess Association, even though BUCA members will normally be over 18.  At its pre-Council meeting the Board will be voting on a proposal to shift this responsibility to the Director of Home Chess, and will be able to advise Council of the outcome of this vote.
