Reference period
The Voting Register is based upon The Game Fee Rules which includes results submitted by Member Organisations for the period June 17th 2010 to September 16th 2011.  Appropriate adjustments have been made to avoid double-counting of annual or series events.
Methodology
This was simply to read every Game Fee/Deemed Game Fee receipt voucher from the reference period and to assign the results to the appropriate member body. Voting entitlement, based on the appropriate rate of Deemed Game Fee/Game Fee paid, was calculated solely on the total number of results generated by each event.
Assigned votes

The Game Fee bye-laws allow non-member organisations to 'assign' the results of their events to a member body.  This relates to clubs’ internal games and the games of small Congresses and Leagues who’s Game Fee/Deemed Game Fee falls below the minimum Membership Fee but there must be an explicit assignment, otherwise no action is taken.

Organisations receive multiple votes - for use in a poll - on the following basis:-

1 to 1000 Standard Results, 1 vote.  1001 to 2000, 2 votes, 2001 to 3000, 3 votes, and so on per 1000 results
