2013 British Blitz Championship – Terms and Conditions

Personal Information
1. All games played at the event will be FIDE-rated.
2. FIDE will publish the following information about you: Your first name, surname, FIDE ID, FIDE Country, and year of birth. FIDE will maintain a list of events in which you’ve played, and your scores in them. This will be shown on your FIDE-rating profile. An example FIDE-rating file can be found here: http://ratings.fide.com/card.phtml?event=409200
3. Tournament communication from the organiser will be sent by e-mail.

4. The organiser may use the provided e-mail address to e-mail entry forms for future British Blitz Championships.
5. The organiser may use the provided postal address to post entry forms for future British Blitz Championships.
Assigned Tournament Rating

1. Ratings will be assigned from the most recent rating and grading lists, with the following priority:
(a) FIDE Blitz Rating

(b) FIDE Rapidplay Rating

(c) FIDE Standardplay Rating

(d) ECF Rapidplay Grade * 8 + 650
(e) ECF Standardplay Grade * 8 + 650
(f) Other National Ratings * 8 + 600
2. For players who have no FIDE-rating, and have been ungraded for a period of time, then the most recently available grade shall be used to determine a rating.

3. Players without a grade or a FIDE-rating will be treated as ungraded.
4. The organiser reserves the right to vary the treatment of players’ assigned tournament ratings from 2 or 3 in special circumstances. Such special circumstances include, but are not restricted to, having a part-rating or a part-grade.

5. Players with no grading history shall be treated as ungraded.
Prizes

1. Additional grading prizes may be awarded if there are sufficient entries to justify it.
2. In the event of a tie for the title of British Blitz Champion, the Champion will be player with the highest TPR. The TPR will be calculated using players’ assigned tournament ratings.
3. The financial prizes for first, second and third place shall be shared in the event of a tie.

4. The grading prizes will be awarded to the player with the highest W-We, using the assigned ratings.
5. No player may win more than one financial prize. Where a player is eligible for two prizes, he shall win the prize worth the most money, and the prize he does not win will pass down to the next eligible player. For prizes of the same value, the first, second and third place prize takes a higher priority than the grading prizes. The priority of the grading prizes is from the highest grade-restricted prize to the lowest.

6. Prize money will be transferred from the ECF in the week following the event.
Entries
1. The organiser reserves the right to refuse any entry without explanation.

2. An entry is deemed to have been made when the entry fee has been received. Therefore, a player entering in advance who wants to pay on the day must pay the £5 on-the-day surcharge.

3. Any player entering the event is deemed to have agreed to all of the Terms and Conditions listed within this document.

Withdrawals

1. Players withdrawing from the event are entitled to a refund within 7 days of making their entry.
2. No entry received 7 days before the event will be entitled to a refund.
Pairings

1. Pairings for all games will be made with the Swiss Master computer program.
2. Pairings produced by Swiss Master will not be changed, with the exception of a result of the previous round being incorrect, and only then at the discretion of the Chief Arbiter.
Results

The organiser and arbiters will use their best endeavours to find the result of a game where the result slip has gone missing. If no result slip can be found 5 minutes before the scheduled start of the following round, then the game shall be scored as 0-0. The players shall not be paired against each other in following rounds.
Appeals Process
1. An Appeals Committee of four persons will be appointed.
2. An appeal against any arbiter decision must be made to the Organiser within five inutes of the decision being communicated to the player, and must be accompanied by a fee of £10. It need not be in writing. The Appeals Committee, chaired by a qualified arbiter not involved in the original dispute, will then hear the appeal as possible. All players named by the appellant shall be invited to speak at the meeting. If the Appeals Committee upholds the appeal, then the £10 fee shall be returned.

3. The decision reached by the Appeals Committee shall be final and binding on all parties.
