Notes
1. The discounted price if submitted via MO on or before 31 October reflects the £1 per member which the MO is entitled to retain for memberships submitted to the ECF by that date.  It is at the MO’s discretion whether to charge individuals the discounted rate (i.e. passing on the saving) or retain the £1 per member to fund the MO’s other activities.
2. Unlike the other categories, the 3-year rates for Juniors are not available instantly via the online PaySubsOnline system.  There is a confirmation stage to enable the ECF office to verify that the player will be eligible for the Junior rate throughout the 3-year period.

3. The Junior rates are available to persons aged under 18 years as at the 1st September of the membership year(s) in question.
ECF MEMBERSHIP FEES (2012/13)
Organisations
Membership fee
By 30th November each year, each Constituent Unit, County Association, Chess League, Chess Congress and Other Organisation shall pay a membership fee based upon the greater of:
(a) 
the Game Fees payable or deemed to be payable (where the liability for Game Fee has been waived) in respect of the number of graded results from events organised by that body in accordance with the Game Fee Bye Laws, or 
(b) 
a minimum Membership Fee of £58 per annum or at such rate determined from time to time by the Finance Council. 

NB. In practice, it is extremely likely that the total Game Fee payable or deemed to be payable (i.e. in the case of members’ results where the Game Fee is waived) will exceed £58.  For the vast majority of member organisations, therefore, no separate Membership Fee is payable.
For example, if a League (not junior-only) has more than 29 Standard Play results, the actual or deemed Game Fee would exceed £58 (i.e. 29 x £2) and no separate Membership Fee would be payable.

Similarly, if a Congress has 10 or more adult participants, the actual or deemed Pay to Play fees would exceed £58 (i.e. 10 x £6) and no separate Membership Fee would be payable.

Where the results of ECF members attract no Game Fee or Pay to Play fee (i.e. any level of ECF member in League, Club and County events; Silver members or above in graded Congresses), the Game Fee or Pay to Play fee which would have been payable if they had not been an ECF member counts towards the figure in (a) above.

Illustrative example
Congress X is a member of the ECF.  It runs one congress, attracting 100 adult participants, of whom 95 are ECF members at Silver or above.

It pays the ECF a £6 Pay to Play fee for each of the 5 non-members/Bronze members, i.e. £30.

This is less than the £58 membership fee.  Is anything else payable to the ECF?

ANSWER:  No.  There is a deemed Pay to Play Fee paid of £570 (i.e. 95 x £6).  Since £600 (£570 + £30) comfortably exceeds £58, no membership fee is payable.
