Directions to Park View Community Centre:





By Car, from Newcastle upon Tyne: Cross the Tyne Bridge and follow the A167 through Gateshead. At the roundabout after the Angel of the North statue, join the A1(M) South. At Junction 63, take the Chester-le-Street A167 turning. After half a mile, take the 4th exit on the roundabout and follow the A167 to Chester-le-Street. At the next roundabout, take the 2nd exit onto Picktree Lane and drive to Church Chare. Take the Park Lane School entrance.


From Durham: Take the A167 to Chester-le-Street. Then turn left onto Durham Road, continue along Front Street and Mains Park Road past Chester-le-Street Cricket Club and onto Church Chare. Turn right into Park View School entrance. 


By Bus: From Newcastle Eldon Square bus station, take 21, X21, X12 or X25 buses to the Black Horse Inn, Front Street in Chester-le-Street. (30-45 mins). From Durham bus station, take 21, X21 or X12 buses to Black Horse Inn. (16-25 mins).


By Train: Take East Coast Main Line to Durham (frequent) or Chester-le-Street (less frequent). Park View is 8 mins’ walk from Chester-le-Street railway station.


From Chester-le-Street town centre: 5 mins’ walk from Black Horse Inn. Go north on Front St (150m), then right onto High Chare and left onto Church Chare.
