Finals 

The finals of the London Junior Chess Championships 

will be held at the University of Westminster, 

Northwick Park, Harrow.  The Under 8 event is to be 

held on 29 & 30 December, the U10 on 16 & 17 

December, and the U12 on 28 ‒ 30 December.  There 

are various other events up to and including an U21. 

Qualifying 

To qualify for the finals of the LJCC from the 

Richmond Junior Chess Congress, players need to 

obtain a qualifying score. 

U8: a score of 4/6 or more will qualify for the final. 

U10/U12: a score of 4½/6 will qualify for the Major 

and a score of 3½/6 or 4/6 will qualify for the Minor.
