Prize giving will be as soon as possible after 5.15 pm.  

(Default time will be10 minutes after the actual start time.)

There will be trophies for the top 3 players in the U9 – U14 sections.  Each player will receive a certificate. Modest cash prizes will be given in the U18 section.  There will be a small trophy for the highest score by an Essex player who has not entered a Grand Prix event before.

As this is the final event in this year’s Essex Junior Grand Prix, the Essex Champion 2013 trophies at U9, U11, U14 and U18 will also be awarded at the prize giving.
