(5)   ULSTER CHESS UNION of 50 Abbey Mount, Bangor, County Down BT20 4DB Northern Ireland (“UCU”)

(6)   JERSEY CHESS FEDERATION of La Quatrieme, L’Etacq, St. Ouen, Jersey JE3 2FG Channel Islands (“JCF”)

(7)   GUERNSEY CHESS FEDERATION of Peebles, Rue des Bailleuls, St. Andrews, Guernsey GY6 8XB (“ GCF”)

(8)   ISLE OF MAN CHESS ASSOCIATION of 29 Ard Reayrt, Laxey, Isle of Man IM4 7QN (“IOMCA”)

NOW IT IS HEREBY AGREED as follows:

1.   CS, WCU, ICU, UCU, JCF, GCF and IOMCA shall recognise as British 
Champions the winners of the respective British Championships held at the annual congresses organised by ECF (“the Annual Congresses”)

2.   With effect from the 2007 British Championships only players who fulfil one   

       of the following qualifications shall have the right of entry to the  

      Championship sections of the Annual Congresses:

(a) British Citizenship, or

(b) British Overseas Territories Citizenship, or

(c) Citizenship of Ireland, or

(d) not less than one years continuous ordinary residence in the United   

      Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland ending on the 30th June 
      in the calendar year of the Championship in question, or

(e) not less than one years continuous ordinary residence in Ireland ending 

     on the 30th June in the calendar year of the Championship in question, or
(f) not less than one years continuous ordinary residence in the Channel 

     Islands ending on the 30th June in the calendar year of the Championship 

     in question, or
(g) not less than one years continuous ordinary residence in the Isle of Man 
     ending on the 30th June in the calendar year of the Championship 

     in question

3.   Subject to clause 2 above, all players having a  FIDE Rating of not less than  

      2350 (or its equivalent in any Grading or Rating List published by a Chess 
      Federation or Body which is a party to this Agreement) published in any List 
      between 1st July in the calendar year preceding and 1st July in the  

      year of the British Championship in question shall have the automatic right  

      of entry to that British Championship subject only to paying the requisite 

      entry fee

4.   Subject to clause 2 above, in addition to players automatically qualified 
      pursuant to clause 3 above the following players shall also have an automatic 
      right to enter the British Championship subject only to paying the requisite 
       entry fee:

(a) 4 players nominated by CS
(b) 3 players nominated by WCU

(c) 3 players nominated by ICU

(d) 2 players nominated by UCU
(e) 1 player nominated by JCF

(f) 1 player nominated by GCF

(g) 1 player nominated by IOMCA

5.   Any places granted by clause 4 above not taken up by the closing date of 1st 

      July   for entry to the British Championship for the year in question may be  

      offered by ECF to players on the ECF Reserve List
6.   ECF and WCU hereby agree that ECF shall continue as heretofore to 

      exercise jurisdiction over the area covered by the former counties of Denbigh 

      and Flint

7.   This Agreement may be terminated at any time on two years prior written 

      notice given by any one party to all the other parties

8.   This Agreement shall be governed by English Law

NOTES (not part of document)

1 The drafting of 2 reflects the provisions of the British Nationality Act 1981 and British Overseas Territories Act 2002 which replaced Citizenship of the United Kingdom and Colonies with (i) British Citizenship (ii) British Overseas Territories Citizenship and (iii) British Overseas Citizenship. British Citizenship includes the Channel Islands and the Isle of Man. Under Section 3 of the British Overseas Territories Act 2002 Act certain British Overseas Territories Citizens became British Citizens in any event.
