Summary of Directions to Harrogate Chess Club:

Drive to the edge of Harrogate City Centre until you have a massive park (with no flowers) on one side of you. Keep this park (called the Stray) on one side of you and drive along the A6040 York / Knaresborough road. Turn onto Oatlands Drive (across park) for a mile and park outside 35 Oatlands drive (the chess club).
